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CITY OF CORINTH CRIME RATE DOWN 16%
Corinth Police Release Preliminary 2014 Crime Statistics

CORINTH, TX – February 27, 2015 – The Corinth Police Departmentrecently conducted an analysis of their 2014 crime statistics and the overall preliminary numbers are favorable.  In 2013 the City of Corinth experienced a total of 244 crimes as reported to the Federal Bureau of Investigation Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) Program.  The preliminary numbers for 2014 show that the City experienced a 16.8% drop in their overall crime rate to a total of 203 reported crimes.

The Uniform Crime Reporting Program tracks data compiled on seven (7) serious offenses that are reported nationwide to local law enforcement entities.  The seven offenses tracked include Murder, Rape, Robbery, Aggravated Assault, Burglary, Larceny (Theft), and Motor Vehicle Theft.  Robberies in Corinth were down 50% from 4 in 2013 to 2 in 2014.  Aggravated Assaults were down 28% from 7 to 5.  Larceny (Theft) was down 22% from 179 to 138.

Some offenses did show some marginal increases.  Burglaries were up 5% from 38 in 2013 to 40 in 2014.  Motor vehicle theft was up 7% from 13 in 2013 to 14 in 2014.  According to Police Chief Debra Walthall “We are pleased with the preliminary UCR numbers for 2014 and happy to report that our crime rate has continued to decrease for the second year in a row”.  The total number of reported UCR crimes in 2012 was 331 so there has been a marked decrease to the 203 offenses reported in 2014.

The City of Corinth 2013 UCR data has been used in recent studies and comparisons that have been conducted by outside entities and the results have been quite complimentary.  Those studies have placed Corinth in the Top 10 of “Safest Places in Texas” as published by both Safewise and Value Penguin.  Those studies used 2013 UCR data along with adjusted crime scores to rank cities of comparable size against one another using the UCR crime data.

Chief Walthall stated “We recognize that no City will ever be crime free, however, we must closely monitor these statistics from year to year and adjust our patrol and crime prevention methods and resources accordingly.”  The Corinth Police Department continues to promote resident participation in Neighborhood Crime Watch programs and have increased participation in theCitizens on Patrol program. “Welike to think that these additional eyes and ears working in tandem with our police officersare playing a part in keeping our crime rates low”, said Chief Walthall.  In addition, the City of Corinth website was recently improvedto provide an easy avenue for residents to report crime or quality of life issues online through the “Report a Concern” feature and toreceive timely updates and information when they sign up for the “Notify Me” program.  Chief Walthall added, “Finding ways to positively engage our citizenry and collaborate with them on community policing initiatives benefits our City tremendously”.
